I asked at the city hall of my town if it would be possible to do a release of the book in a cultural house, and the government of my town responded in the affirmative. Thus, on July 17, we did the release with large attendance in a municipal building. Our temple does not have the capacity to hold events that would surpass 100 attendees.
